Yokohama's gateway to electronics and foreign companies

Shin-Yokohama, where all Tokaido Shinkansen trains stop, is home to many electronics
and IT companies, as well as foreign-invested enterprises, due to its convenient transport
links. The area also boasts a concentration of shopping malls, hotels, stadiums, hospitals
and other facilities, and despite the convenience of the area, average rents are
reasonable. With the opening of the Sotetsu Shin-Yokohama Line and the Tokyu
Shin-Yokohama Line in March 2023, the area's accessibility to central Tokyo has
improved significantly, making it an even more noteworthy area for business and leisure.

In the former Yokohama City Hall district and adjacent areas, three high-standard
redevelopment buildings will be built in the late 2020s, providing large offices, a new
industry creation centre, education-related facilities, a hotel, and housing. YOXO BOX,
Yokohama's startup growth support centre, will open in 2019, offering a range of
programmes and events to support startups. In addition, the area is being redeveloped
to include Yokohama Stadium and a new arena at Yokohama Bunka Gymnasium and
other facilities, with sports, health and wellness as the theme of the city's
development.

Industrial concentration area with high potential

As the largest industrial area in Japan, the Keihin Waterfront Area has been a major centre of
heavy industry and a driving force behind Japan's rapid economic growth. In addition, the area
is strategically located near the Port of Yokohama and Haneda Airport, making it highly
convenient for international transportation. The area is also known for its high concentration of
advanced industries and abundance of human resources. In addition to manufacturing facilities,
there is a strong presence of research and development centres. In addition, the Keihin
Waterfront Area Revitalisation Council has been established to conduct research on regional
issues such as disaster prevention measures and to cooperate with local companies by
consolidating their requests. The council also holds various activities, including lectures, to
promote regional revitalisation.
