On December 2, Yokohama City hosted a three-part event
on the theme of “turning our ideas into actions and moving
toward international peace,” which included discussions, a
peace workshop, and a panel exhibition.

Junior high school students participated in open talks on
actions for achieving peace in the future and gave
presentations on their reflections. Likewise, the workshop
gave younger students an opportunity to contemplate peace
through the lens of personal wellbeing.

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12th Da Nang Urban Development Forum
held in Da Nang, Vietham

Since signing a memorandum of understanding agreement in
2013 with the city of Da Nang, Vietnam, Yokohama has co-
organized annual international fora as part of efforts to
promote sustainable urban development. On January 16, the
two cities convened the 12th Da Nang Urban Forum in the
central Vietnamese city, the first time the event had been
held there in four years.

The forum’s main session featured keynote speeches from
representatives of the World Bank (WB), Asian Development
Bank (ADB), and the United Nations Economic and Social
Commission for Asia and the Pacific (UNESCAP). Later,
thematic meetings explored urban issues related to “Eco-
Industrial Parks,” “Waste Management,” and other priority
cooperation fields, where urban solutions from Yokohama
were proposed.

Seven companies from Yokohama demonstrated their tech-
nologies during the forum’s networking seminar organized by
YUSA for matching businesses with local needs, and the
Yokohama delegation also visited priority project sites in Da
Nang: a railway station, port, and waste treatment plant.

Yokohama will continue to promote public-private coop-
eration to help realize smart urban development in Da Nang.
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Yokohama booth at spring JICA network event

On March 6, Yokohama presented a booth at the “JICA Networking Fair
in Spring 2024” event, organized by the titular Japan International
Cooperation Agency. The fair provided a platform for students in the
JICA-sponsored graduate exchange program to find internship and
employment opportunities and for businesses to engage in networking.
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Yokohama’s booth introduced the advantages of living and working in the city, as well as further spreading the word about upcoming
international events Yokohama will host: TICAD 9 in 2025 and the horticultural exposition GREENXEXPO in 2027.
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
