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Our condolences to the victims in our sister city of Odessa

Missile attacks on Odesa by the Russian military this month have claimed several lives. According
to Odesa, the attack on March 2nd killed 12 people, six of whom were young children, including a
four-month old infant. Another attack took place on March 15, damaging a recreation facility,
private homes, a gas station and low-pressure gas pipeline, ambulances, and fire trucks. The attack
resulted in 21 deaths, including rescue workers who were assisting residents. Among the dead in
the attack was former Deputy Mayor of Odesa Sergiy Tetyukhin. Mr. Tetyukhin visited Yokohama
twice during his tenure, and was dedicated to the recovery and reconstruction of Odesa.

The City of Yokohama offers its deepest condolences to the people of Odesa who are facing these
tragic events. As a gesture on behalf of the city to express our condolences and wish that peace will return to Ukraine and the world as soon as
possible, Yokohama Deputy Mayor Shiro and International Affairs Bureau Director General Hashimoto have placed flowers before the “Anchor
Heart,” a symbol of Yokohama and Odesa’s friendship that is displayed at the Yokohama Port Museum.
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In January 2024, Yokohama and Odesa representatives met to discuss efforts
towards the recovery and reconstruction of the city and greater Ukraine. Upon #2751 F 348

learning that Odesa’s Deputy Mayor Pavio Vugelman was preparing to visit R—=H A b
Mombasa, Kenya, International Affairs Bureau personnel seized the opportunity Yokohama Ukraine
to meet him there for discussions. With its medical care systems under Support page:

pressure, Odesa has shown a keen interest in “micro hospitals,” temporary
facilities which can be assembled quickly. Representatives from both cities
visited a micro hospital in Mombasa to observe one in operation. These micro
hospitals utilize shipping containers that have been converted into mobile medical clinics by Yokohama-based Sansei
Corporation. In March 2023, Odesa and Yokohama signed an MOU agreement on technical cooperation to drive
sustainable urban development, and we intend to continue collaborating with local companies in Yokohama and JICA to
promote post-war recovery and reconstruction projects.

Mr. Pavlo Vugelman, Deputy Mayor of Odesa, visited Yokohama City
on February 16, as part of a JICA project. In Yokohama, he observed
urban development in the Minato Mirai district and visited the
Yokohama Minato Museum, where the Anchor Heart, an objet d’art
donated by the City of Odesa is on display.

During the meeting with Mr. Shiro, Deputy Mayor of Yokohama City,
Mr. Vugelman expressed his gratitude for the support provided by the
City of Yokohama and businesses to date, and both parties exchanged
views on cooperation for future recovery and reconstruction, and
support for Ukrainian citizens who have fled the war and taken refuge
in Yokohama.
