On May 10, athletes and support personnel representing
Great Britain in the 2023 World Triathlon Paratriathlon
Championships Series in Yokohama met with students
from Motomachi Elementary School at a special exchange
event. Yokohama had previously provided training venues
and served as a “host town” for the Great Britain teams
during the Tokyo 2020 Olympic and Paralympic Games.

As part of efforts to engage with the community beyond
2020, this event not only introduced the various parts of
the race, but also let students ask the athletes questions
personally, and gave the children a unique opportunity to
enjoy international exchange and gain a deeper under-
standing of the sport.
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A delegation representing infrastructure-related agencies
and local government in Ukraine visited Yokohama on May
18 as part of a JICA training program aimed at supporting
recovery and reconstruction measures. The group met with
Yokohama Mayor Yamanaka and toured several infrastruc-
ture facilities.

The delegation described the situation in Ukraine and its
need for rebuilt infrastructure. Mayor Yamanaka stated that
the city will work with JICA to apply its urban development
experience via technical cooperation. Afterwards, the group
inspected shipping containers that have been converted into
mobile medical clinics by Sansei Corporation, and toured the
Hokubu Sludge Treatment Plant to learn how it generates
electric power from the process of treating sewage sludge.
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
