Mayor Yamanaka meets with Bangkok Governor in Thailand

On June 20, Mayor Yamanaka visited Bangkok, Thailand and met with Governor Chadchart Sittipunt.

Over the past decade, the cities of Yokohama and Bangkok have built a relationship of trust through city-to-city cooperation. Last year
in Yokohama, they jointly declared action toward the decarbonization of Asian cities and were endorsed by 44 municipalities and
government agencies.

During this year’s visit, the two cities reaffirmed the importance of their role as the closest in proximity to both citizens and
businesses, discussed decarbonization measures to be implemented, and confirmed they will work together with Asian cities to

achieve net zero emissions.
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Mayor Yamanaka visits Bangkok, Thailand to strengthen ties toward decarbonization of Asian cities

Mayor Yamanaka presented a lecture on Yokohama City's decarbonization measures at
the “Net Zero Emissions Business Opportunity under Bangkok-Y okohama City-to-City
Cooperation” workshop held in Bangkok on June 21 in partnership with the Japanese
Government and Bangkok Governor. At the workshop, Bangkok announced its new
action plan for efficient energy use, established with the support of Yokohama City,
and projects for decarbonization collaboration between Yokohama and Thai
companies were announced. The workshop provided an opportunity for meaningful
exchange between businesses from both countries.

Mayor Yamanaka was also invited by the Governor of Bangkok to give a talk on the
importance of working together with citizens for a decarbonized society at BKK
EXPO, a large-scale exhibition sharing the Bangkok Metropolitan Administration’s
high-priority policies, including those within the environmental sector. At the venue,
many Bangkok citizens visited the GREENXEXPO 2027 booth to learn more about
the event.

Furthermore, Mayor Yamanaka reinforced Yokohama City’s commitment toward
decarbonization of Asian cities by exchanging views with the Executive Secretary
of the United Nations Economic and Social Commission for Asia and Pacific
(ESCAP), the Director General of the Department of Industrial Promotion of the
Thai Ministry of Industry, and the Secretary General of the Eastern Economic
Corridor (EEC), where the Thai government has been promoting the
development of special economic zones.
