Today marks 79 years since the
atom bombs descended on
Hiroshima and Nagasaki. The
intense heat, blast wave, and
radiation from the first
detonation inflicted extensive
damage, and about 140
thousand people, nearly 40% of
Hiroshima’s population at the
time, are said to have died from
the bomb or its aftereffects.
The single atomic bomb that
detonated over Nagasaki would
lead to the deaths of 70
thousand people, nearly 30% of
the city’s population, by the
end of the year.

integration of low-carbon hydrogen energy as  Yokohama decarbonization initiatives shared at APEC workshop
part of APEC Peru 2024 (Asia-Pacific Economic
Cooperation), held in Lima on Sunday, August 11.
Sustainable growth for resilient development is one of the priorities of this year’s APEC meeting, and discussions are underway to
develop policy guidance to formulate and implement a low-carbon hydrogen policy framework. Mr. Rémulo Mucho, Peru's Minister
of Energy and Mining, attended the workshop where government officials and representatives of universities and research
institutions from countries and regions in the Asia-Pacific area shared their successes.

From Yokohama City, explanations on hydrogen station collaborations and the promotion of a hydrogen supply chain in the
waterfront area was given, in addition to an introduction of GREENXEXPO 2027, an international horticultural exposition to be held
in Yokohama in 2027. Participants commented that they now recognize the importance of local governments in effectively
promoting hydrogen energy.

Yokohama will continue to take advantage of opportunities such as this to communicate the city's decarbonization efforts to the
international community, aiming to contribute to global decarbonization and to enhance its international presence.
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
