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aid expanded in Fiscal 2025

Since 2014, Yokohama City has
been helping local high school
students achieve their dream
of stepping onto the world
stage by offering financial as-
sistance for students deciding
to attend school in a different
country.

In order to encourage more
students to take advantage of
these resources, we have ex-
panded financial aid in FY2025,
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increasing the amount of grant
money for long-term pro-
grams and establishing new
grants for short-term pro-
grams.

The Yokohama Study Abroad
Portal website has a variety of
useful information, such as re-
al stories from students who
have studied abroad and help-
ful answers to questions and
concerns.
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The City of Yokohama is the
target of a recently released
report by the Organisation
for Economic Co-operation
and Development (OECD)
utilizing the territorial ap-
proach to climate action and
resilience (TACAR)* frame-
work, a standard for bench-
marking climate  perfor-
mance among participating
regions.

Yokohama, the first city ever
selected for a TACAR assess-
ment, received excellent re-

views for its climate policies,
including its decarboniza-
tion model initiatives in the
Minato Mirai 21 district and
how it has continued to con-
tribute to sustainable urban
development in cities across
Asia.
