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‘Yokohama to Africa
Student Project’ holds
final seminar

Ambitious university stu-
dents who have been
participating in  the
‘Yokohama to Africa Stu-
dent Project’ for the past
six months presented
their results during the fi-
nal seminar on May 31.

Groups were tasked with
creating a video show-
casing their innovative
ideas and solutions to is-
sues of their choosing—
unemployment rates
among young people in
Kenya, lack of hygiene in
city slums, and many
more—and their presen-
tations were evaluated
by a panel of judges, led
by former president of

Kyoto Seika University,
Oussouby Sacko. The
first-place award was giv-
en to a group of students
for their idea: install cap-
sule toy machines con-
taining sanitary pads in
schools.

To commemorate 80 years
since the Yokohama Great
Air Raid, the city organized
a special event “Across
Generations — Passing the
Baton of Peace” on May 29
to pass on the memories of
war to our youth. Yoshiko
Kawashima, a survivor of
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the raid, shared her inspira-
tional story with students
of Minami Junior High
School, who felt the gravity
of her words. Masako Wa-
da of Nihon Hidankyo—the
organization awarded the
2024 Nobel Peace Prize—
urged us to seek peace
through  dialogue, not
weapons. The event ended
with a powerful reading of
“Midday Sunset,” a play
based on the Yokohama
Great Air Raid, by members
of the “Yokohama Yumeza”
troupe, who brought life to
the struggles of those flee-
ing the raid.
