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As part of a training pro-
gram organized by Asian
Development Bank Insti-
tute (ADBI) and Asian De-
velopment Bank (ADB), 30
policy makers and person-
nel came to Yokohama to
attend lectures on waste
management and to visit
waste treatment facilities.
While in Yokohama, the

group toured a waste in-
cineration plant, a re-
source sorting center, and
an environmental learning
facility called “Prepark Sa-
kae,” where both children
and adults can enjoy learn-
ing about waste sorting.
The tour participants later
said the experience was
“eye-opening.”
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On the next day, the group
visited an industrial waste
treatment facility owned by
local enterprise Guun Co.,Ltd.
They were interested to hear
about the company’s active
engagement in overseas ex-
pansion in Cebu, Philippines
and other areas.

The training program and site
visits provided representa-
tives of Asian countries facing
waste management challeng-
es an opportunity to learn
more about efficient waste
separation and  disposal
methods.
