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Yokohama’s circular econ-
omy and citizen engage-
ment efforts at UN HLPF

On July 15, the City of
Yokohama spoke at an offi-
cial side event during the
UN High-Level Political Fo-
rum (HLPF), highlighting its
initiatives to reduce marine
plastic waste, promote citi-
zen participation, restore
coastal ecosystems, and
strengthen international
collaboration.

Yokohama introduced its
43% reduction in house-
hold waste achieved
through over 15,000 local
workshops and 2,800 vol-
unteer clubs, a seaweed-
based shoreline restoration
trial, and awareness cam-
paigns linked to interna-
tional triathlon events. The
city also shared results
from its partnership with
Mandaue City, Philippines,
which achieved major pro-
gress in waste separation
and CO, reduction.

On July 16, Yokohama
joined a UN Local2030 Coa-
lition special event and
shared local initiatives that
demonstrate how citizen-
driven action can scale
globally and drive SDG
transformation.
